In previous years we have been extremely lucky to have committee members and/or volunteers 

who have manned (and setup operations for) the canteen for the club week in/week out and 

through their efforts, raise substantial amounts of money for the club each week. 
However, this year these volunteers' services are not available every week, and rather than risk 

lessening income for the club (and potentially raising fees), it had been decided previously that 

assistance will be called on from the parents to assist with the running of the canteen during busy 

times. 
Attached is a draft roster for the allocation of age groups/teams to assist in canteen duties.  To 

ensure fairness, the teams/age groups numbers have determined the number of rostered shifts, 

which enables approx 10 parents to lend their assistance.  With everyone co-operating, each 

family should only need to do approx 1 hour for the entire season. (and still get to watch their 

child)  
We suggest that the next age group/team rostered, ensure agreements are reached on approximate 

times to assist in the canteen to ensure complete coverage throughout the morning (e.g.: who can 

come early, who can do half time/after game, who can stay back to assist).  
The canteen has signs documenting procedures/food handling processes and Rosemary (the 

canteen supervisor) to assist in the safe and efficient operation of the canteen.  
Please note that due to changes expected in the u7/u8 fixture and u5/u6 fixture not completed, it is 

likely that the Canteen roster will change around Round 6, the club will send out an update to the 

roster when these changes are known.  We'll see how this format works, and review it for 

improvements next year.  
Thank you to everyone in advance to all parents/family members/friends who will be assisting 

with Canteen duty, as many hands make light work.
